Artist of the Bor-
derland, and in 2016 and 2019 he co-edited two monographs 
Obsession, Perversion, Rebellion. Twisted Dreams of Central 
European Animation and Propaganda, Ideology, Animation. 
Twisted Dreams of History. Co-author of the book Beyond 
Cinema Screen. Postmedia Contexts of Animation  to be pub-
lished in 2021. Since 2010, he is a programme director and 
co-founder of StopTrik International Film Festival (Slovenia/
Poland), an event dedicated to the art of stop motion anima-
tion. He collaborates with various European film festivals and 
culture institutions as a curator and activist. He has authored 
a number of peer-reviewed articles and chapters in books as 
well as popular film critiques mainly discussing issues of Japa-
nese and American cinema and art-house animated film.
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MATKO VLADANOVIĆ

studied Croatian language and literature, and Philosophy at 
Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences, University of Za-
greb. Since 2005. he has been writing about literature, com-
ics, and science fiction online, and in print, wherever he could 
find an understanding editor. Some of his comics-focused 
writing has been collected in a book Izdevetane domaćice: 
kritički ogledi o hrvatskom stripu (Mentor, 2013.). For five 
years (2012. – 2017.) he has been an editor and a host of a se-
ries of comics-oriented panels at Booksa, literature club/bar 
in Zagreb, and has also dabbled in TV-script writing for a doc-
umentary series about comics (Strip u Hrvatskoj, UO Anima 
produkcija za HRT). Some time back he switched to IT, and is 
currently working with Bay Area startups (no, not with Elon) 
on procurement, growth, data, AI, and similar buzzwords. He 
still reads comics and follows Twitter gossip about comics au-
thors. Occasionally writes a line or two about them.  
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DISLOCATION VR experience consists of a refugee tent in-
stallation and a VR headset placed inside the tent.  The VR 
experience explores an absurd moment of disbelief and fear. 
It examines the internal processes that develop and offers a 
visual depiction of a person forced into extreme circumstanc-
es- A moment of dislocation.
 
Prime render studios continue to explore what makes us hu-
man, and what constitutes our individuality and identity in this 
VR installation.
 
Also presented is a series of 3D-printed sculptures. The 
sculptures are created using 3d modelling software, 3d print-
ed and hand painted and represent an exploration of the 
digital sculpting medium in figurative character sculpting. 
Visitors can also watch some of the award-winning short ani-
mated films created by the studio in the last 15 years.
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VELJKO POPOVIĆ 

(1979) graduated in 2003 from the Department of Painting, 
Academy of Fine Arts in Zagreb. Since 1998 he has been 
professionally working in computer graphics. A co-founder 
of the 2D/3D graphics and animation studio Lemonade3d, 
which later became Prime Render Studios. Since 2012 a full-
time employee of the Academy of Fine Arts in Split, teaching 
animation. Popović’s films have been screened and awarded 
at many international festivals, including Annecy, Animafest, 
Clermont-Ferrand, Aspen, Hiroshima, Leeds, Stuttgart etc. 

MILIVOJ POPOVIĆ 

is the co-founder, director and producer at Prime Render 
Studios situated in Split/Croatia. He holds an MA in Sculpt-
ing and teaches at the Arts Academy in Split. He worked on 
short animated films which received over 70 international 
awards, including the Oscar qualifying Animated Eye Award 
at Aspen Shortfest in Colorado USA, and the Jury Award at 
Annecy festival in France, to name a few. His works have been 
published in many publications, such as EXPOSÉ series from 
Ballistic Publishing, Animation Reporter, InCG Magazine. He 
co-directed and co-produced the first Croatian VR short film 
Dislocation."
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The exhibition will consist of outcasts, outlaws created in the 
process of screen printing in the studio of Partizan Print in 
Skopje. Screen prints created because of an idea stroke that 
came unexpected intensifying the already burning session in 
which everything is important as the air we breathe, the wa-
ter we drink. Every small inch is visible as a terrifying monster 
that can destroy the specter habitat we live in. Some say you 
could feel the south in our colors.  The lean colors baked by 
the strong sun. But what we fell the most during printing is 
the uncontrolled freedom of the expected. Within this gap of 
the expected we create the exceptions, by breaking up the 
relations with the author, intensifying the scene with more 
drama, changing the color of the paper, or the layer, moving 
in unknown direction just because we can’t. It is not about 
experiments, since it has a plan, it has a direction where we 
move, but on the way we face the destiny of the undesired, 
scary possibilities that show the glory of making an excep-
tion. The exhibition will consist of unique posters, books and 
installations made in silk screen printing during residencies, 
collaborations or interventions that will be exhibited for the 
first time in their life. 
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PARTIZAN PRINT is an informal art collective initiated in 
2014 at the FRIK Festival 6 under the mentorship of the collec-
tive "Matriaršija"  from Belgrade. It actively began to work in 
2016 when it set up its independent silk screen printing studio 
basement and since then it establishes continuous collabo-
rations with  various artists and collectives from the country, 
the region, Europe and Asia. It represented its work on differ-
ent festival through solo and group exhibitions and supports 
residencies at the studio or in the mountains of Macedonia, 
developing monotypes as a support of the natural resources 
and commons. It is aiming to provide more unexpected inde-
pendent cultural production developed through continuous 
collaboration of artists that feel in love in overcoming a con-
flict through the alchemy of screen printing.  A process that 
can be never control or predicted. Process that can destroy 
everything in a second or make a master piece by mistake, 
similar as life itself.
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The stop animation workshop is ideal for children who love art 
and film media. With the help of the workshop facilitator, the 
participants of this workshop will make dolls from various ma-
terials and then, using a digital camera, shoot objects frame 
by frame, thus creating the illusion of continuous movement. 
The workshop aims to introduce participants to the basics of 
stop animation and train them to make a short animated film. 
Several workshop participants also make up the jury for Su-
pertoon's official selection of Animated Films for Children. 
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KATRIN NOVAKOVIĆ

Has a BA in Film and Video from the Arts Academy of the Uni-
versity of Split and an MA in Animation and New Media from 
the Academy of Fine Arts in Zagreb. Since then, she has been 
making music videos and commissioned films in stop motion 
and in 2015 she completed an internship at Trikk17-Anima-
tionsraum Studios in Hamburg, Germany. She has won sev-
eral awards for her student films shown all over the world and 
distributed by Bonobo studio and Zagreb film. She was a jury 
member at the European festival of animated film Balkanima 
2018 and a selector for the World Festival of Animated Film 
Animafest Zagreb 2020. At the Baltic trail residency in Latvia 
within the EU project "Future DiverCities" she began doing 
visual performances and since 2019 he has been facilitating 
stop motion workshops for children and adults.

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The comic workshop that introduces the participants to the 
basics of comic storytelling. 

Creating a story, inventing characters, framing, using emo-
tions and body language, sketching... are just some of the 
stages of creating a comic that beginners will have the op-
portunity to go through in the workshop. After a brief intro-
duction to the basics of comic storytelling, participants have 
the opportunity to make a short comic based on their idea / 
script through various practical exercises and tasks. No less 
importantly, they will also get an introduction to several rele-
vant comic books and graphic novels and their authors.
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TIHOMIR TIKULIN 

has graduated from the School of Applied Arts and has at-
tended the Academy of Fine Arts in Zagreb. He has been 
publishing illustrations and comics since 1992 in national and 
foreign magazines for children and adults. He has been the 
editor of the comic fanzine Endem since 1992. From 1999 to 
2008 he was one of the organizers of the Zagreb comics festi-
val Crtani romani šou. He facilitated comics workshops at the 
Zagreb Student Center, from 2004 to 2013, and in Makarska 
at the Mafest comics festival, from 2008 to 2019. As a comics 
workshop facilitator he participated in the ""Backpack full of 
culture"" program in 2014/2015. Since 2017, he has held comic 
book workshops at many libraries and institutions in Zagreb 
and, as well as in Drenovci, Vodice, Krapina, Zaprešić, Jastre-
barsko, Dubrovnik and other places. He has published comics 
in magazines and reviews such as Strip revija, Klik!, Q-Strip, 
Homo Volans, Prvi izbor, Bruh, Endem and others. His humor-
ous comic Pimpeki was published in the Maliq Striptilinić edi-
tion (edited by Darko Macan, Mentor publishing).
